DIRECTIONS:

Camp Minsi is located on Route 940 in Pocono Summit, Pa

Route 33 North to Route 80 West
Follow Route 80, exiting onto Route 380 North

Take exit 3

At the stop light at the top of ramp turn left

Follow route 940 West for 1.1 Miles

Camp entrance is on the right across from the police station

After you enter the driveway for the camp you will pass the rangers house.  Keep following the road to the left.  You will pass the Camp Minsi sign.  We are the second cabin you will see off to your left, it is set back from the road a bit.  Look for the cars parked outside the cabin, as we are usually the only ones at the camp.
