
Resident Camp Checklist

What your child needs for a successful week of scout camp

What to Pack - Clothes

1.
Pack all of the clothes and small gear in a Storage tote with a lid – They are easy to carry, transport, and will help to keep everything dry.

2.
Get a box of 2 Gallon zip-lock bags – pack a full days change of clothes w/ the correct color T-shirt in each bag and label the bag with the day of the week. – easy for the boys to get ready and to help ensure they change the full set of clothes. 


Sunday -GOLD, Monday -GREEN, Tuesday -RED, Wednesday -ORANGE, Thursday -GRAY, Friday -BLUE
3.
Pack your Class A uniform for dinners – have uniform easily accessible on top of storage tote for picture taking on the first day.

4.
Pack an extra day of clothes in case of bad weather – maybe 2 if your child is staying a full week.

5.
Pack warm clothes for cooler nights and mornings.   At least 1 pair of pants and a sweatshirt/jacket, maybe 2 if your child is often cold. 

6.
Pack 2 bathing suits and towels for the pool/lake – try to pack lighter towels so they have the ability to dry on the line between uses.

7.
Pack a sleeping bag, pillow, fitted sheet to put around the cot, and a flat sheet for warmer nights if the sleeping bag is too hot. 

8.
Pack 2 pair of comfortable shoes, (boots, sneakers, chucks, etc… ) – We do a lot of walking.   No open toed shoes, crocs, or sandals.

9.
Pack a laundry bag to hold all of the dirty laundry through the week.  A garbage bag works for this.

10.
Pack Rain-gear – just in case

Note – label clothes and gear with child’s name on it – with a lot of people going it’s easy to leave things lying around and it’s hard to find an owner without a name. 

What to Pack – Gear
1.
Refillable water bottle – preferably with a strap to carry every day and everywhere they go

2.
Small bag to carry, towel, water bottle, sunscreen etc.  The Small draw string bags work well. 

3.
A Camping chair to sit around the fire at night

4.
Flashlights, lanterns, and extra batteries. – Flashlights that go on the head are popular (and keep hands free) and a small lantern for night time in the tent usually work best. 

5.
Sunscreen and bug repellent. – spray kinds are best b/c they are easy to put on, bug repellent patches, bracelets or clip-ons also work depending on your preference.

6.
Toiletries & Towel – The kids will brush teeth at night and shower – pack shampoo, soap, toothbrush, toothpaste, baby wipes, etc. 

7.
Glow sticks – at night hanging a glow stick helps to light the tent just enough, while not attracting bugs like normal lights

8.
A few dryer sheets – hanging dryer sheets in tents helps keep bugs away while smelling good

9.
Bring a knife for whittling.-> BEARS AND WEBELOS ONLY  No cub scout is allowed to carry a knife.  The boys will usually earn their whittlin chit card on 2nd day of camp.  There will be some opportunities to whittle so if your child would like, they should bring a pocketknife and give it to the leaders in a bag with their name on it.  

What to Pack – Misc.

1.
A large plastic tarp to cover tents – pack has some but not enough, - check with tent mate

2.
Rope and twine to tie tent corners and tie down tarp.  – check with tent mate

3.
Clothes line to hang wet clothes – check with tent mate

4.
Fishing pole – there is free time, if you child likes to fish there will be some opportunities to fish in lake. 

5.
2 Gallons of water per camper (Child & Adult) for daily water cooler refills

6.
1 Bundle/stack of firewood per camper

7.
Smore pitch forks if you have them – if not boys can make their own at camp.

8.
Money for trading post -> if parent is not staying money should go in ziplock bag with childs name on it and give to leader. 

9.
Cards or simple games (few pieces)

What Not to Pack – Misc.
1.
Kids- No electronics, phones, Hand held games, ipods, etc… 

2.
No open toed shoes

3.
No toys

4.
Anything else that is questionable and not on this list – just ask

Sunday Day of Camp:

1.
Make sure to bring your MEDICAL FORM FOR SCOUT AND PARENT IF STAYING!!! If you or your child takes medication - any medications they have with them, except for rescue medications (inhalers, epi-pens, nitroglycerin), must be stored at the Health Lodge.  Medication must be in prescription bottles they came in.

2.
If you are an adult and you are staying make sure YOU ARE TRAINED!!!
What to wear:     Yellow (Gold ) Class B with Swim trunks (if didn’t take swim test prior), bring Class A on a hanger or easily accessible. 

 Meet at:  Our campsite around 12 noon, official check-in is at 1 pm.  Park towards end of parking lot on left, the path to our site is about 3/4 down the parking lot....The campsites are named Unami & Cherokee!  Go through the path, and past the outhouse, and our sites are to the right after the bridge.  Look for the other campers in the Pack 29 Gold shirts.
Directions to Akelaland: Follow 209 South from PA Route 33 through Brodheadsville to Kresgeville. At Kresgeville go West on PA Route 534 for approximately 5 miles. Just past the Jonas Market and Texaco Station is Jonas Road (Jonas Hotel sits at the corner) Turn right. Entrance to camp is 0.2 miles on right.
